Windows 98 with a Corrupt Registry


When you encounter a Windows 98 computer with a corrupt registry that will not allow you to start the computer even in “Safe Mode”, do the following:

1. Start the computer with the “98 SE Install” diskette and “98 SE” CD.

2. Select: 2 Start computer with CD support

3. Type the following at the A:\>: XCOPY D:\WIN98 C:\WINDOWS\OPTIONS\CABS [Enter]

4. When copy complete, change to C: drive and then: CD\WINDOWS\OPTIONS\CABS [Enter]

5. Type: SETUP [Enter]

6. Setup scans the drive and the registry.  The install process will then “rebuild” the registry.  Upon completion of this step you will have the option of continuing “Install” or “Exit Install”.  Quit the setup and reboot.  Windows should now work.
