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Any unacceptable equipment attached to the South San Antonio ISD technology network will be removed and confiscated if found in violation of Board Policy GBA (Legal)-P and Gov't Code 552.136.  The following unauthorized devices or services will be disconnected from the network without notice:
1. DNS (Domain Name Server) and/or DDNS (Dynamic Domain Naming System)

2. DHCP (Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol) servers 

3. Network/Port Scanners

4. Packet sniffer or network data capture applications

5. Modems

6. Network Routers

7. VPN (Virtual Private Network) servers

8. Network Switches/Hubs

9. NAT (Network Address Translation) devices

10. Wireless access points (APs), AirPorts, etc.
11. Proxy Servers

12. Firewall Devices
13.  Mobile Broadband Card(s)
14. Wireless Data Connection

The Technology Department will monitor the local area network for unauthorized AP's and other unauthorized wireless network devices.  A first-time violation will result in the unauthorized device being immediately removed and confiscated without warning.  An attempt will be made to identify the owner of the unauthorized device and inform his/her supervisor of the violation.  Subsequent violations may result in more serious measures including the extended loss of access to the district network and appropriate disciplinary action.  Our intent is to protect the integrity and security of the network.  Unauthorized equipment causes disruptions in the network and adversely affects the delivery of content and communications services to the end users.
